COLD WEATHER INJURIES

CARBON MONOXIDE (CO) POISONING - invisible,
odorless, colorless gas created when fuels (such as
gasoline, wood, coal, natural gas, propane, oil, and
methane) burn. The possibility for poisoning exists
whenever a stove, fire, gasoline heater, or internal
combustion engine is used indoors.

SYMPTOMS: Headache, dizziness, confusion,
yawning, weariness, nausea, ringing in the ears
and bright red color on lips and skin
